
Hey, Band! 
 

Over 6 0 0  6 0 0  Aggie flag subscriptions have been sold! 
(and with your help we’ll sell even more!) 

 

But we also need your help getting those flags delivered! 
 

 
It’s time to sign up if you are interested in having an Aggie Flag Route.  This is a great way to earn money for your 
band booster’s account, but it is a big responsibility.  You should consider it carefully with your family before 
making the commitment. 
 
These are some things you need to know: 
 
For many years routes were assigned on a week-by-week basis.  Nowadays all of the routes are permanent.  
Students who are assigned routes will need to pick up their flags at 6 AM on Saturday 4 September.  They will 
need to deliver and pick-up the flags along their routes 7 times.  They will need to store the flags at their homes 
between games. 
 
 

The Aggie home games are     Saturday 4 September Saturday 16 October 
Saturday 11 September Saturday 30 October 
Saturday 18 September Saturday 11 November 

 Saturday 20 November  
 
         
If you are interested and able to deliver flags, but you can’t commit to all 7 Saturdays, then consider signing up as 
a substitute. 
 
Flags should be delivered by 9 AM on game day.  Depending on how long your route is, it means that you need to 
start delivering flags by about 6:30 AM.  (Remember that this is often after you’ve been up late marching at a 
Tiger football game!) 
 
Flags must be picked up in the evenings, but not before 6 PM.  (For example, the first 3 home games start at 6 PM.  
And the flags should still be flying as the fans are on their way to the game.) 
 
Flags need to be returned Saturday 20 November. 
 
Most routes have 30 – 50 flags. 
 
The flagpoles are 10 feet long, so not all vehicles are suitable for flag delivery. 
 
Even if you have a driver’s license and a suitable vehicle, you must have your parents’ permission and support.  
On Saturday 16 October, there is an Aggie home game and the Tiger Band is going to Waco for the UIL 
competition.  Though the departure time for Waco has not been set, it is possible that you (and everyone else in the 
band) will have to leave early, so a parent (or someone else who is deeply devoted to you) will need to be 
responsible for delivering the flags on that day. 
 
Each route day your account will be credited  $1.50 per flag that you deliver and pick up.  (So if there are 30 flags 
on your route, you would earn 30*$1.50 = $45 for each home game.   That’s 7* $45 = $315 for the season.) 
 
If more flag subscriptions are sold after the first game, more flags might be added to your route. 
 



Please note: If Band Boosters is called by a customer who did not receive a flag that was your responsibility 
to deliver, and someone else has to deliver the flag because you cannot be reached or are unable to fulfill 
your commitment, your account will be charged $3. 
 
If you are unable to deliver flags for a particular home game, you are responsible for finding someone else to 
deliver your route on that day.  Band Boosters will maintain a list of possible substitutes; however, you will need 
to coordinate with the substitute yourself. If you arrange for another band member to deliver  (or pick up) the flags 
on your route, be sure to let Band Booster’s know so that the substitute can be credited for their work. 
 
When Band Boosters assigns routes they will do their best to 

 allow returning students to keep their same route 
 allow siblings of recently graduated students to maintain the family route 
 allow returning students/families first choice at open routes 
 assign other open and preferred routes based on class and location
